2. Place your car in park once you come to a complete stop in the 
carpool lane. 

3. A staff member will buckle your child in for you, please stay in 

your car. 
4. If you park in the Bloom lot and walk your child into school or 

pick up during carpool, be sure to pay attention to the staff signal-

ing the carpool line.   
5. Review your assigned carpool time and be sure to stick to your 

schedule. 
6. Display your carpool tag in the side window or bring it with you if  

you walk up. 
7. If you choose to park and walk up during carpool time, please be 

mindful that the carpool lanes have the right of way.
